Dear friends, colleagues, partners!
Let us welcome you to the latest issue of “APIBD Bulletin”.
You are holding our eleventh issue this year, which will focus on the news of the Association for promotion of international business and development.
On July 23, 2010, in the APIBD office, APIBD President Andriy Melnyk had a meeting with Volodymyr Kovalenko, head of Avtozavodskyi district council. 

Matters, connected with the preparation of events, devoted to the opening of the World Peace Gong in Kremenchuk, and issues, concerning development of cooperation between APIBD and Avtozavodskyi district council of Kremenchuk, were discussed during the meeting.
Kostyantyn Bryzhakha, First vice-president, program manager of the APIBD, and Anton Volokh, acting head of the Department for economical cooperation, participated in the meeting.

Specific matters and suggestions were negotiated in the course of the talk. Persons, responsible for certain directions of the preparation activity, were determined during the talk.

The festive ceremony of opening the World Peace Gong in Kremenchuk is appointed for September 21, 2010.

This information was highlighted by  Volodymyr Kovalenko, head of Avtozavodskyi district council during the meeting in the APIBD office on July 23, 2010. 

Information about signing the Memorandum on cooperation between Raciborz county Silesian wojewodstwo of the Republic of Poland and city of Komsomolsk, Poltava region, Ukraine

Heads of the county, representatives of local and regional press, and guests gathered in the assembly hall of the Raciborz county administration (Raciborz). There were flags of Ukraine, the Republic of Poland, Raciborz county, and city of Komsomolsk. 

It was pleasant that the flag of Komsomolsk, which was placed near other flags, had been prepared by the Polish party. 
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The guests were greeted by starosta of Raciborz county Adam Hajduk. He welcomed the Komsomolsk delegation and told the prehistory, connected with the preparation of the visit of the Komsomolsk delegation to Raziborz county.

Mr. starosta voiced for the importance of blood-brother relations development between Raciborz county and city of Komsomolsk.
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The floor is given to Mrs. Nelli Karpets, secretary of Komsomolsk city council. Nelli Karpets greeted all the present on behalf of Komsomolsk mayor Sergiy Suprun and inhabitants of the city. Nelli Karpets started her speech in Polish. That raised positive emotions of all the present. Mrs. Karpets briefly told about city history, industrial and economic potential, achievements of Komsomolsk in the spheres of education, culture, local self-government and youth policy. Nelli Karpets told about her impressions, raised by everything she had seen in Raziborz county. She thanked for the intensions to develop cooperation. “I would like to give my hearty thanks for your openness, hospitality, for the interesting and rich program. I have been impressed by the personal participation of Mr. starosta in the visit program. Having put aside his current duties, Mr. starosta was constantly accompanying our delegation. He was personally telling us about all achievements of your county in the social and cultural spheres. We have realized the efficient work of the county leadership. We are impressed by the strategic plan of Raziborz county development, social orientation of the county power policy, care of the people”, noted Mrs. Karpets.

Secretary of Komsomolsk city council wished to the community and leadership of the county success in its development and invited the delegation of Raciborz county to visit her city in the nearest future. 

The Memorandum text is read out in two languages.

The Memorandum is signed.

The Memorandum was signed by starosta of Raciborz county Adam Hajduk from the side of Raciborz county. The signature of Komsomolsk side was put by Nelli Karpets, secretary of Komsomolsk city council. 
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The parties exchanged presents. 

Komsomolsk gave to Raciborz county a picture with Komsomolsk view and flag of the city.

Raciborz county passed to Komsomolsk the coat of arms and county flag.

The festive ceremony of signing the Memorandum over, press-conference of Nelli Karpets and Adam Hajduk took place.

Meetings with the leadership of Raciborz county, visits to enterprises and establishments of the county, chamber of trade and commerce, etc. took place during the stay of the Komsomolsk delegation, headed by Nelli Karpets, secretary of Komsomolsk city council (July 28-31, 2010).

The following spheres of cooperation were determined by the parities within the frameworks of the meetings:

- Cooperation in the sphere of youth policy and children diplomacy. Exchange of children and youth delegations, joint participation in different projects of Euroclubs and Children diplomacy centers;

- Cooperation in the sphere of health care, particularly cooperation in the branches of oncology and pulmonology, joint practical training of doctors, experience exchange in the health care system organization;

- Cooperation in the sphere of experience exchange in matters of developing communities and local self-government;
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- Cooperation in the sphere of developing contacts of small and medium business representatives. The parties have agreed upon exchange of information about specific business interests and investments opportunities;

- Exchange of folk art groups in the sphere of culture, participation of Polish creators in the International festival “Kalynove lito” (UNESCO, Komsomolsk), etc.

The parties agreed to organize a competition on history, culture and economy under participation of the Association for promotion of international business and development in Komsomolsk and Raciborz county. The competition will provide writing reports on history, industrial and cultural potential of Komsomolsk and Poltava region by pupils from Raciborz county. Komsomolsk pupils will write about Raciborz county and Silesian wojewodstwo. 
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Our Association, having worked out the matter of establishing cooperation between Raciborz county and Komsomolsk during a year, has intensions to continue promotion of the launched cooperation. 

On July 31, 2010, Komsomolsk delegation visited Wawel cathedral (Krakow), where they honoured the memory of Polish elite representatives, who died near Smolensk, brought a wreath to sarcophagus of Lech and Maria Kaczynski.

There was a meeting of Nelli Karpets, secretary of Komsomolsk city council, and Andriy Melnyk, President of the Association for promotion of international business and development, with Ks. Pralat Zdzislaw Sochacki. Guests told the priest of Wawel cathedral about development of Polish-Ukrainian cooperation on the level of cities, about activity of children diplomacy centers of Kremenchuk and Komsomolsk, and intensions to organize the trip of young people to Krakow in order to get acquainted with history of Poland.

Pastor Zdzislaw Sochacki invited Ukrainian youth to Wawel cathedral.

On August 2, 2010, APIBD President Andriy Melnyk conducted the apparatus conference.

APIBD vice-presidents and employees of the Association apparatus participated in the conference. Matters of the APIBD current activity were discussed.

APIBD head acquainted colleagues with the results of his business trip to Poland.

The regular seminar for entrepreneurs-beginners took place on August 3, 2010. The seminar was conducted by Aleftyna Roman, APIBD vice-president, managing director of the Kremenchuk entrepreneurs union, Iryna Ogar, specialist of the state tax inspection of the Department for mass-clarifying work and citizens’ applications of Kremenchuk United State tax inspection, Maksym Usenko, lawyer.

16  entrepreneurs-beginners participated in the seminar. 

The seminar was conducted under financial assistance of the City fund of entrepreneurship support.

On August 4, 2010, the press-conference on the results of the Komsomolsk delegation trip to Raciborz county took place in Komsomolsk city council.

Komsomolsk mayor Sergiy Suprun, city council secretary Nelli Karpets and APIBD President Andriy Melnyk participated in the press-conference.

Sergiy Suprun highly assessed work of the delegation members. He also noted the importance of signing the Memorandum on cooperation between Komsomolsk city and Raciborz county of Silesian wojewodstwo. 

Nelli Karpets and Andriy Melnyk told with many details about the events and visit program, they shared their impressions of making acquaintance with head of Raciborz county and leaders of establishments and organizations of new Polish partner, i.e. Raciborz county. 
The video-report about the stay in Poland was demonstrated to journalists.

The mayor and secretary of Komsomolsk city thanked APIBD President for the performed work on the preparation of the visit to Poland.

This day, a session, devoted to implementation of agreements on cooperation with Raciborz county of Silesian wojewodstwo, also took place in Komsomolsk city council. 

The meeting was conducted by city council secretary Nelli Karpets and APIBD President Andriy Melnyk.

Nataliya Tiagay, director of Komsomolsk secondary school No. 1, Olena Vasylchenko, director of Komsomolsk secondary school No. 2, Viktor Dudnyk, deputy director of the Administration for health care of Komsomolsk city council, Oksana Gurzhyi, acting head of the city Department for physical training, and others participated in the meeting.

Matters, connected with the preparation of the visit of the Raciborz county delegation to Komsomolsk, were negotiated during the meeting. 

It was informed that the coming of the Raciborz county delegation to Komsomolsk is planned for the second half of September of the current year. The meeting participants discussed suggestions concerning cooperation in the spheres of youth policy, experience exchange in matters of local self-government, health care, education, culture and sports.

On August 4, 2010, in Komsomolsk, APIBD President Andriy Melnyk and APIBD vice-president Alla Shaforost had a meeting with Lithuanian entrepreneur Antanas Klokmanas, owner of BADLITAS Firm.  

The Lithuanian guest and Association leaders visited LEOMI-ORIGINAL, polyethylene packing producing plant.

Director of LEOMI-ORIGINAL Llc. Mykhailo Skytyba and commercial director Leonid Panibog acquainted the guests with the plant capacity. 

On August 5, 2010, APIBD President Andriy Melnyk conducted the round table “Project of New Tax Code of Ukraine and Prospects of Ukrainian Business”.

APIBD President Andriy Melnyk conducted the working conference with employees of the APIBD apparatus on August 6, 2010. 

APIBD First vice-presidents Tetyana Melnyk and Kostyantyn Bryzhakha, APIBD vice-presidents Aleftyna Roman, Oleksiy Tsybulia, APIBD Board secretary Lyudmyla Gorbach, and acting head of the Department for economical cooperation Anton Volokh participated in the conference.
The conference participants considered matters of the APIBD current activity. They analyzed the preparation of the issue of the annual almanac “Kremenchuk is opened city. 2010” , Investment forum and other APIBD projects.

The conference participants voiced for the necessity of conducting the 12th International marketing exhibition-fair “Chumatskyi shliakh” in spring of the next year.

Other matters of the APIBD activity were also considered.

The regular day of foreign commercial information took place in the APIBD office on August 9, 2010. 

The event was opened by President of APIBD Andriy Melnyk. 

Commercial offers, price-lists, catalogues and prospectus of firms, given by the Embassies, Chambers of Commerce and Industry and business centers of the Russian Federation, Lithuanian Republic, USA, Czech Republic and Republic of Poland, Ukrainian regions were suggested to all the present. 
14 businessmen and industrialists took part in this meeting.
APIBD President Andriy Melnyk  had a meting with Vasyl Ivko, secretary of Kremenchuk city council, on August 10, 2010. 

APIBD head informed secretary of the city council about the current Association activity and results of the trip to Raciborz county of Silesian wojewodstso (Poland), and preparation of events, connected with the celebration of the City Day and opening the World Peace Gong opening in Kremenchuk. 
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On August 12, 2010, APIBD President Andriy Melnyk, being on business trip to the Republic of Poland, had a meeting with secretary of Bydgoszcz Mr. Jan Stranz.

They discussed matters, connected with the development of cooperation in the spheres of education, culture, business, youth projects implementation.

Andriy Melnyk informed secretary of Bydgoszcz Mr. Jan Stranz about cooperation development between entrepreneurs of two cities in the sphere of eco-fuel. 

A number of specific issues concerning bilateral cooperation activation were discussed.
