Dear friends, colleagues, partners!
Let us welcome you to the latest issue of “APIBD Bulletin”.
You are holding our eleventh issue this year, which will focus on the news of the Association for promotion of international business and development.
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On October 1, 2010, APIBD President Andriy Melnyk met with councilor of the Embassy of the Hungarian Republic to Ukraine Mr. Shandor Kapitan. They discussed matters, connected with the development of the Hungarian-Ukrainian cooperation.

APIBD President was accompanied by Anton Volokh, acting head of the Department for international cooperation and Oleksiy Tsybulia, APIBD vice-president.
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On October 5, 2010, APIBD President Andriy Melnyk had a meeting with Volodymyr Starchyk, member of the cycling national team of Ukraine, and Grygoriy Bryzhakha, first vice-head of the Avtozavodskyi district council. Volodymyr Starchyk told about his participation in international competitions and about his idea to plant the alley of cembra pinein Kremenchuk. The alley can be planted by sportsmen, world and Europe champions.
The regular seminar for entrepreneurs-beginners took place on October 5, 2010 in the APIBD office. The seminar was conducted by Aleftyna Roman, APIBD vice-president, managing director of the Kremenchuk entrepreneurs union, and Iryna Ogar, specialist of Kremenchuk state tax inspection.

15  entrepreneurs-beginners participated in the seminar. 

The seminar was conducted under financial assistance of the City fund of entrepreneurship support.

The day of foreign commercial information also took place that Tuesday.

The event was opened by President of APIBD Andriy Melnyk. 

Commercial offers, price-lists, catalogues and prospectus of firms, given by the Embassies, Chambers of Commerce and Industry and business centers of the Russian Federation, Lithuanian Republic, Czech Republic and Republic of Poland, and Ukrainian regions were suggested to all the present. 
11 businessmen and industrialists took part in this meeting.
On October 6, 2010, young diplomats, activists of Kremenchuk children diplomacy centers visited the international exhibition in Kyiv. The group consisted of the representatives of Kremenchuk lyceum Nu. 4, Kremenchuk gymnasiums Nu. 5 and Nu. 3, Kremenchuk secondary schools Nu. 12 and Nu. 8. The delegation was accompanied by APIBD President Andriy Melnyk.

Kremenchuk children were festively welcomed at the stands of Poland, Turkey, Thailand, Malasia, Indonesia, Slovakia, and a number of other countries.

Young diplomats got a lot of country-study literature and impressions of communication with foreign diplomats, representatives of tourist organizations and tourist companies of FSU and beyond.

On this day, group of young diplomats, activists of Kremenchuk children diplomacy centers, headed by APIBD President Andriy Melnyk, was received by Charge d'Affaires of the Republic of Indonesia to Ukraine Mrs. Pindah Estuti Sunarto.

Mrs. Pindah heartily greeted the youth on behalf of the Embassy employees and on behalf of Ambassador Mrs. Nining Suningsih Rochadiat, who was on business trip to her motherland. 

She stressed the importance of work, conducted by APIBD and personally by Mr. Andriy Melnyk. She also told about impressions of the Indonesian delegation, who participated in the ceremony of the World Peace Gong opening in Kremenchuk. APIBD President Andriy Melnyk and President of the Children diplomacy center of school Nu. 3 “Indonesia – Ukraine “World Peace Gong” greeted all the present Indonesian diplomats and told about activity of the Association and Children diplomacy centers in the sphere of promoting ideas of the World Peace Gong. 

The present employees of the Embassy, namely I secretary of the Embassy Mr. Jahardi Fisher, II secretary of the Embassy, head of the department for culture and information Mrs. Tereza Amran, assistant of the department for culture and information Mr. Prabowo Himawan suggested to the Ukrainian guests to participate in the express-quiz, dedicated to Indonesia.

The quiz contained 10 questions. Every next question was more complicated than the previous one. All the participants were awarded with Indonesian souvenirs, according to the given answers.

The group photo of the meeting participants was taken.

The key moment of the meeting was treatment of the guests with dishes of the national Indonesian cuisine. The dishes cooking was personally ruled by Mrs. Tereza Amran, head of the department for culture and information. It appeared that Mrs. Tereza Amran was a well-known cook among the employees of the Embassy. The main dishes were made of rice or rice vermicelli, chicken and vegetables. The deserts were made of pumpkin, coconut milk and other sweet ingredients.

Mrs. Tereza Amran suggested to conduct the game training on learning the Indonesian cuisine and competition to determine the best cook among diplomats. But those were plans for the future. Young diplomats were in a good mood, they got books, souvenirs and a great deal of impressions! All the meeting participants were thankful to Indonesian friends for the warm reception.
On November 9, 2010, there was a meeting of young diplomats from Komsomolsk with the head of the political department, First secretary of the Embassy of China to Ukraine Mrs. Chzhan Khunzian and other employees of the Embassy within the frameworks of the Project of the Association for promotion of international business and development “Steps towards opening the world”. They warmly met children and told with many details about achievements and culture of the Chinese People’s Republic, and answered numerous questions of young diplomats. Chinese diplomats were also interested in the every day life of the Ukrainian youth, their study, leisure time. They presented to young diplomats literature, discs about China, and souvenirs which would find their honourable place in Children diplomacy centers of Komsomolsk.
This day young diplomats also had a meeting with head of the Politics and security department of the Ministry of foreign affairs of Ukraine Oleksandr Aleksandrovych. The talk was about the priorities of the foreign policy of Ukraine.
The head of the department told the youth about the structure and activity of the foreign political administration of Ukraine, answered numerous questions of young diplomats.
On October 14, 2010, the group of young diplomats from Kremenchuk secondary schools Nu.14, 13, 28 and 26 was in Kyiv within the frameworks of the project “Steps towards opening the world”.

The program was very interesting.
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APIBD President Andriy Melnyk, who perfectly knew the history of Kyiv, firstly showed to young diplomats historical places of the Kyiv center. Children visited “Golden Gates”, got acquainted with the history and took a picture near the National Opera of Ukraine, near the Embassy of the Federal Republic of Germany, particularly near the part of the Berlin wall, which had been installed near the Embassy of Germany.

Young diplomats visited Kyievo-Pecherska Lavra (church). Guests also visited the Polish Institute in Ukraine, where they got materials about culture of Poland for their centers.
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The excursion around the city over, young diplomats went to the Embassy of the Federal Republic of Nigeria. By the order of the Ambassador the delegation was received by the chief chancellor of the Embassy Mr. Fred O. Egbuedike.
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There was a hearty talk, dedicated to achievements of the Nigerian state for 50 years of its independence.
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Mr. Fred O. Egbuedike told about his life, about his children dreams to become diplomat. He devoted much time to learning French, German and English languages. His dream to become a diplomat has come true.

There was a great deal of questions from children. A wife of Mr. Ambassador joined the talk latter. The matter was that Mr. Ambassador Ibrahim Pada Kasai was temporarily absent in Ukraine because of a number of urgent matters. His wife came to meet with young diplomats.

Representatives of school Nu. 14 presented to the Embassy photos, which had been taken during the stay of Mr. Ambassador and accompanying persons in school Nu. 14.

On October 14, 2010, the group of young diplomats from Kremenchuk had a meeting with Ambassador Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary of the Republic of Pakistan Mr. Ahmad Nawaz Saleem Mela.

APIBD President greeted Mr. Ambassador on behalf of the group, told about the youth diplomacy movement.

Ambassador was interested in the phenomena of the youth diplomacy movement. He noted that it was very important not only to bring up future diplomats, but also to develop people’s diplomacy of future doctors, pedagogues, people of other professions, who supported ideas of peace, friendship between peoples, strived to the cooperation.
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Mr. Ambassador very warmly greeted Kremenchuk youth. He stressed, it was a great honour for him to receive representatives of Kremenchuk youth. He was talking about the importance of learning the world, traditions of foreign countries.

Mr. Ambassador also supported the idea of founding on the basis of one of Kremenchuk schools the Children diplomacy center “Ukraine – Pakistan”.

Mr. Ambassador noted, there were very good relations between Ukraine and Pakistan, Pakistan had supported independent Ukraine in first days of its independence. These two countries have good relations in the spheres of science, culture and trade.

Ambassador also told about his motherland and answered a number of youth’s questions.

There was the traditional picture taking of the youth with the Ambassador.

Samples of the Pakistan cuisine and tea were suggested to children.
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On October 19, 2010, within the frameworks of the APIBD Project “Steps towards opening the world” the group of young diplomats from Kremenchuk collegium Nu. 25 visited Polish Institute.

The delegation was accompanied by APIBD President Andriy Melnyk and Anton Volokh, head of the International cooperation department.
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 Activists of the Children diplomacy center met with Olena Babiy, specialist of the Institute, who told about the activity of the Institute, opportunities of this diplomatic institution, which dealing with the Polish culture promotion.
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This day activists of the Kremenchuk Children diplomacy center also visited Goethe-Institute.

They were met by Ganna Zhuravliyova, specialist of the Institute, who told about history of the Institute, its structure and work in Ukraine.

She also acquainted young Kremenchuk diplomats with the library of Goethe-Institute, answered numerous questions of young Kremenchuk citizens.

On October 20, 2010, APIBD President Andriy Melnyk and Oleksiy Tsybulia, APIBD vice-president met with Ambassador Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary of the Federal Republic of Nigeria to Ukraine His Excellency Mr. Ibrahim Pada Kasai.

In the course of the meeting they were discussing matters, connected with the preparation of the Assembly of young diplomats, devoted to the 50th anniversary of the independence of Nigeria, planned to be conducted on the 28th of October, 2010 in Kremenchuk.

Ambassador of Nigeria and APIBD President jointly adopted the program of events within the frameworks of the Assembly, discussed the topics of participants’ reports.

Andriy Melnyk also informed Mr. Ambassador that the participation in the Assembly had been confirmed by young diplomats from Kremenchuk, Komsomolsk, Konotop, Cherkasy, Rozsoschentsi, and other cities.
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On October 21, 2010, the All-Ukrainian Forum of young diplomats “Healthy planet – healthy you” was festively opened in the gymnasium of Rozsoschentsi of Poltava district council of Poltava region.
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17 delegations of young diplomats from Kharkiv, Mykolayiv, Charkasy, Kremenchuk, Krasnodon, Khorol, Kirovograd, Konotop and other cities participated in the work of the Forum.

The Forum was opened by director of the gymnasium of Rozsoshentsi Tetiana Tiagnyriadno. Guests were warmly welcomed by head of Poltava district state administration Kostiantyn Borovyk and APIBD President Andriy Melnyk.

Famous scientists, heads of enterprises, deputies of oblast and district councils delivered their warm speeches to children.
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After the opening of the ceremony, the Forum participants started working in the committees of the Forum: committees for education, ecological policy, children rights protection. There was also an excursion around historical places of Poltava, international ball, within the frameworks of which the participants present UNO member-states. The ball was devoted to the 65th anniversary of the United Nations Organization.

On October 21, 2010, being in Rozsoshentsi within the frameworks of the All-Ukrainian Forum of young diplomats “Healthy planet – healthy you”, APIBD President Andriy Melnyk, APIBD vice-president Oleksiy Tsybulia, and head of the International cooperation department Anton Volokh had a meeting with heads of the Children diplomacy centers, which were operated on the basis of educational establishments of Cherkasy, Lugansk, Kirovograd, Poltava, Sumy, Mykolaiv and Kharkiv regions.

On October 22, 2010, within the frameworks of the APIBD Project “Steps towards opening the world”, representatives of Children diplomacy centers of Komsomolsk gymnasium, named after V. O. Nyzhnychenko, Kremenchuk secondary school Nu. 20, and Kremenchuk lyceum Nu. 4 were in Kyiv.

The group of young diplomats was headed by APIBD President Andriy Melnyk.

The visit to Kyiv was started with visiting the Kyievo-Pecherskyi state historical and cultural conservancy area.

Kyievo-Pecherska Lavra (church complex) was founded in the 11th century. APIBD President Andriy Melnyk, stressed the brief acquaintance with the main spiritual treasury is an important element in bringing up the future people’s diplomats.

The visit to the Lavra over, representatives of Children diplomacy centers of Komsomolsk and Kremenchuk visited the representative office of the Polish tourist organization in Kyiv and met with the employee of this organization Mr. Krzystof Kawa, who gave country-study and tourist literature about the Republic of Poland to the Children diplomacy centers of Komsomolsk and Kremenchuk.

This day, the group of young diplomats also visited the American council for the international education (Kyiv).

Future diplomats from Kremenchuk and Komsomolsk met with Mr. Kevin Huston, councilor on the education of the American council for the international education. Mr. Kevin told about the USA, American life style, traditions of this country, about current educating programs, answered youth questions.

This day young diplomats from Kremenchuk and Komsomolsk also visited the Department for press, education and culture of the USA Embassy to Ukraine.

Children were welcomed by assistant of Attaché for culture Mrs. Heazer Fabrican and assistant of the Informational recourses center Natalka Yasko. Other employees of the Department for press, education and culture participated in the presentation of their activity spheres.

Young diplomats were told about different educating programs, opportunities of that department, programs, aimed at the promotion of the English language and American culture learning, about study in the United States of America.

Employees of the American Embassy answered numerous questions and presented informational issued about the United States of America.

On October 25, 2010, the group of young diplomats from Kremenchuk pedagogical college were in Kyiv. 

Their acquaintance with Kyiv boys and girls started with Podil. APIBD President Andriy Melnyk told about history of this district. Children visited an outstanding place of higher education and science Kyievo-Mogylianska Academy, took pictures near the monument to Petro Mogyla (1596-1647), an outstanding person in the spheres of education and religion, one of the founders of Kyievo-Mogylianska Academy. They also took a picture near the memorable board and monument to Grygoriy Skovoroda (1722-1794), prominent Ukrainian philosopher and poet, who was studying in this Academy during 1744-1750. Young diplomats also photographed near the monument to Mykhailo Lomonosov (1711-1765), famous Russian scientists and poet, who was working in Kyievo-Mogylianska Academy during 1734.

Young diplomats also got acquainted with the monument to Hetman Petro Sagaidachnyi and other famous places of Kyiv. That was the first visit to Kyiv for most boys and girls.

This day young diplomats had a meeting in the Representative office of the Russian center for science and culture Rosspivrobitnytstvo.

Young diplomats were met by director of cultural and general educating programs of the Russian center for science and culture in Kyiv, Candidate of Science Lyudmyla Chyzhova.

She and her colleagues performed an interesting excursion around main divisions of the center. Children were told about key programs of the center. An informational clip about the role of the Russian center for science and culture was demonstrated to children.

During the talk with Lyudmyla Chyzhova, young diplomats got answers to the questions about the activity of the center and its opportunities.

In the second half of the day, young diplomats had a meeting in the Embassy of Moldova.

Guests were heartily welcomed by Ambassador Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary of the Republic of Moldova His Excellency Dr. Ion Stavila, professor and Councilor of the Embassy Mrs. Daria Zamnoga and other employees of the Embassy.

Mr. Ambassador noted, that was the biggest delegation in the new premises of the Embassy. Ambassador told he being professor, specialist in the newest history of European countries, was a lecturer in universities, working at the diplomatic level.

He realized that diplomacy was a very interesting sphere of activity. “Even if you don’t become carrier diplomats, knowledge, which you get within the frameworks of the youth diplomacy movement will be very useful for your professional activity in any sphere”.

Ambassador told, there would 20th anniversary of establishing diplomatic relations between Ukraine and Moldova in 2011.

141 interstate documents have been prepared, signed and legalized during these years of cooperation.

The talk of Ambassador with the youth was very open and emotional.

Young diplomats were highly impressed with this meeting.
On October 30, 2010, APIBD President Andriy Melnyk had a 

meeting with vice head of the State Committee for entrepreneurship of Ukraine Svitlana Svyshcheva.

They were discussing matters, connected with the cooperation between APIBD, Union of Kremenchuk entrepreneurs and State committee for Entrepreneurship of Ukraine.
